III.   Essay


The school year is winding down and juniors are completing another path of their educational journey.  Your teacher has enjoyed sharing with you this year as both scholars and friends.  I would like for you to pack a metaphorical suitcase to continue your journey.  Just as we spend a good deal of time and consideration choosing clothing, accessories, and cosmetics for our travels, please carefully consider some of the ideas and philosophies we have discussed during the semester which would keep  you spiritually, intellectually, and emotionally well-supplied to enjoy your life's journey.  


From the novels, plays, essays and poetry we have read, think about those pieces which inspired you, comforted you, reinforced your beliefs or challenged you to reconsider your world.  You are 33 different young women, so your reactions should reflect this individuality.  Start by brainstorming a list of thematic ideas that our literature embraces.  You will turn these in for points and from these we will create a super list.  Now, your own personalities will guide you as you create a thesis and choose the broad ideas that the literature you “pack” will support.  Each paragraph will be supported by the literature which illustrates this topic idea.  For example, change will most certainly be one of our thematic ideas.  What pieces deal specifically with change as a major theme (Master Harold, Porphyria's Lover)?  How was change presented, dealt with, and with what results?  What did you come to realize about your own self and your relationship to change by reflecting on these pieces? 


Once you have set up your thesis and topic sentence outline, choose the literature which will support your paragraph topic ideas.  The focus of each paragraph should be on the literature and the detailed knowledge of the piece as it supports and connects to your main idea.  An A or B response will use a variety of genres from throughout the entire semester from Austen through the several short stories which conclude our travels through British lit.  


The body paragraphs you create are standard essay “stuff”.  You have had lots of practice in creating these and most of you do this well.  The title, introduction, and conclusion are where your creativity and personal voice are required.  Use the metaphor to your advantage in the introduction and title, and let the reader hear your voice as you react to this well-supplied suitcase filled with your philosophical belongings especially in your conclusion.
